PANTOMIME
Acting without words or sound

Steps:
1.  Look

2. Respond

3. Act

Example:

1.  You’re walking down the street and you see an apple.

2. You rub your stomach to show you’re hungry

3. You walk over and take the apple and eat it

Other Notes:
Use sharpness between hand shapes

Go slowly

Exaggerate (movement and facial expression)

Basic Conventions:
Neutral hand ( not shaped like anything, not holding anything, slightly bent fingers (not flat)

C – hand shape ( shaped like a “C”, for picking up a cup
Modified C ( C shape with fingers spread as around a ball or other round object

Flat-finger C ( like eating a sandwich, or holding a flat/rectangular object
Small object ( thumb and forefinger, other fingers splayed

Ladder climb ( leg up, opposite hand up ( leg and hand come down, opposites go up

Mime Pocket ( open with flat hand shape, reach in with opposite hand (holds all manner of objects large and small)

Mime walk ( walking in place, opposite arm forward with foot, weight stays on back foot until feet come to neutral position.

Tug-of-war ( pulling on a rope or something else, partners react to what happens
